What Will I Do on the New Earth? 

So some people think that Heaven will be like a giant vacation.   
We’ll get to do whatever we want…..whenever we want…… 

whatever makes us happy!   
 
What will make us happy is fulfilling exactly why we were created in the first 
place!  Why did God create us in the first place?  What was his purpose for us?   

 
God created us to have a relationship with him and with the innate desire to extend that relationship to 
others!  Think about it!  We are born from a physical relationship,   Upon birth, we are not independent-like 
baby sea turtles who frantically flop down the beach and must survive independently of their mother.  As 
humans, we can only survive with the nurturing of another.  We’re not even allowed to grow up as quickly!  
Kittens can survive away from their mother as early as 12 weeks….I know some “kids” who are still living with 
their parents at the age of 26 years!!!!   
 
Our purpose for living is to try to determine what talents we possess that can be used to enhance our role in 
this world of human relationships.  This is not an easy task.  Relationships require service to and respect for 
each other.  When one or both partners consistently replace the “re” in relationship with a 
“me”……..”Melationship”…...well, there’s a trouble brewing.  War, poverty, infidelities, power struggles, money 
issues, divorce, abandonment…...all have their roots in that yucky sinful nature and the  whisper of the en-
emy…..”You, it’s all about you…..” A global return to “Relationship” would in fact solve almost all of the woes 
of the world.  
 
So with all that being said,  would God create a Heaven where all we do is pursue our own interests and care 
only for ourselves?  Does that make any sense?   
 
Our lives there will be one of service-being served and giving service to God and others.  I know that doesn’t 
sound exciting…..I was the first to tell God that I really don’t need to spend eternity in any type of leader-
ship role.  Sweeping floors would be fine with me.  But then additional research into the Word revealed that 
unlike now, when we sometimes don’t really want to serve someone but are forced to do it…..on the New 
Earth, we will experience incredible joy every time we do it because we will be doing just what we are made 
for!!!!   
 
Today our youth will be focusing their energies on the following piece of Scripture: 
Matthew 16:27:  “For the Son of Man will come in the glory of His Father with His angels, and then 

He will reward each according to His works.” 

Our faith in Jesus gets us into Heaven, not our good works.  However, our good works-the service we do on 
this Earth that shows love for others-do have an impact on our eternal lives.   Our reward for our good 
works will not be here on Earth-which is temporal and fleeting.  Our rewards for our service to the Lord will 
be in Heaven-which is eternal.  So Heaven will not be “fair” for everyone because not everyone has served 
the Lord the same amount.  At the same time, there will be no concept of “fair” in Heaven.  “Fair” is a 
“Melationship” adjective.  In Heaven, everything will be about “Relationship”.  And ….. 

Revelation 21:4  ”There will be no more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of 

things has passed away.”

eyes of Jesus?  (A good work is done with the 
idea of making someone else happy and serving 
someone else without thought of what you get out 
of it)
