WAYS leads to sin which hurts 

the sinner as well as the people 

in his/her life.  God knows the 

hazards related to idolatry and 

doesnõt want to see us hurt.  In 

spite of our knowledge regard-

ing the dangers associated with 

idolatry, we are sinners by na-

ture and weõll always battle the 

temptation to place our own 

wants above Godõs desire for 

our lives.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

By the end of class, each stu-

dent will commit to not worship-

ing one of his/her idols for one 

week.  Rather than focusing on 

what s/he does not have (the 

idol) the children are being en-

couraged to replace the thought 

of the idol with an acknowledge-

ment of a blessing that God has 

put in their lives.    

Even people who know a lot 

about God can find themselves 

sliding down the slippery slope 

of sin.  

The video ends with Elijah recog-

nizing the need for vigilance when 

it comes to idolatry and recommit-

ting himself to placing God at the 

center of his life.    

 

 

 

 

 

 

Following the video, the students 

will explore what idols are preva-

lent in American culture and more 

importantly, present in their own 

lives.  They will quickly see that 

the idols in America arenõt neces-

sarily the idols of people who live 

in Nigeria.    

 

 

 

 

They will also differentiate be-

tween a habit and an idol.  In spite 

of how good some idols look on the 

outside because they appear 

healthy, like dieting or getting 

good grades, or exercising, they 

are still unhealthy when they be-

come the priority in a personõs life 

and are unacceptable to God.   

 

Today in Sunday School, our 

students will watch Elijahõs & 

Abijahõs latest video, òOur 

American Idols.ó   In todayõs 

video, someoneõs cell phone rings 

during filming.  After the direc-

tor asks the owner of the cell 

phone to turn off his/her phone, 

filming resumes -only to be in-

terrupted again.  In spite of 

Elijahõs efforts to hide the fact 

that he is the owner of the cell 

phone by hiding it and lying 

about its ownership, Abijah de-

termines that Elijah is the 

owner.  Abijah confronts Elijah 

and accuses him of having a 

false idol.  

 

An idol is anythingé.any per-

soné.any objecté.any activityé. 

that absorbs an extraordinary 

amount of your time and 

thoughts and thereby takes 

attention away from God and 

His purpose for your life.  Elijah 

denies the accusation but 

quickly succumbs when Abijah 

places the evidence of his ob-
