Sunday, January 31st  

10:15 am-11:45 pm  
The next P.R.A.Y. day will be held on Sunday, February 15th. We invite the par-
ents and children of our congregation to come to the Bishop Room in the Meet-
ing House and partake in a continental breakfast from 10:15-10:345 am.  At 
10:45 am we will begin the program.  The theme of P.R.A.Y. day will be 
ñInvesting Wiselyò. Our program will involve a presentation given by volunteers 
from an organization called ñSimply Smilesò.  They will be speaking about their 
mission work in Mexico.   
 
In Sunday school the children have been learning about why ñHeaven canôt 
waitò and about ñstrengthening our spiritual musclesò.  Heaven canôt wait be-
cause although "admission" into Heaven isn't related to our works of steward-
ship on this earth; those good works do effect how we will spend our eternal 
lives in Heaven. God will reward us in Heaven for good works that bring Him 
glory on earth!  We build up our ñspiritual musclesò when we do these good 
works for God.  Stewardship of our time, talents and possessions is a great 
place to start the work out.  As Christians, we need to attend to all aspects of 
our body:  our Christian heads (learning about our faith), our Christian hearts 
(establishing a true relationship with God through Christ), and our Christian 
hands (walking the walk, not just talking the talk).    As we learn about how God 
wants us to serve our fellow humans on this earth we can bring Him glory by us-
ing the gift of our whole bodies to obey Him.  
 

A part of the workshop will be devoted to reviewing the principles of stewardship 
and asking children to set aside a portion of their own money, their own *first 
fruits*, as we launch our third annual Childrenôs Stewardship Program. This  
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yearôs collection will be donated to Simply Smiles .   We are asking all the youth who made a 
*First Fruits* Banks in the past bring them to this yearôs program.  At this yearôs P.R.A.Y. day, 
the Board of Christian Education will provide new banks to those students who are joining the 
pledging program for the first time.
