(Questions to Stimulate Discussion at Home)   

Questions/Answers from pgs. 25 -27 of  

Taste the Bread:  30 Childrenõs Sermons 

on Communion 

-What is a feast? (special celebration 

with lots of food)  

-Do we have a feast that we sometimes 
share in worship? (Sacrament of Com-

munion) 

-What does that feast celebrate? (Last 

Supper:  Reminder that Jesus rose from 

the dead and conquered death so canõt 

help but celebrate!)  

-What happens when we remove the òeó 
from the word feast?   

-What is a fast?  (When people go 

without eating to concentrate or draw 

attention to something more important 

than food)  

-Can the Sacrament of Communion also 
be a fast?  (When we remember the 

sacrifice that Jesus made by eating 

the small bread and wine, we place 

importance on the high cost of our 

forgiveness. )  

-So should we be happy or sad when we 
come to Communion? 

(Both -we must not forget to be sorry 

for our sin, and we must remember the 

price Jesus paid  

For our forgiveness.  However, Jesus 

calls us to abundant life.  Jesus did not 

stay dead.  He arose.  Because Jesus 

lives, we know that we too shall live.  

That is cause for celebration. )

 This past Fall I had the privilege of facilitating an 8 week bereavement group at our church.  It was a wonderful ex-

perience to connect with church members whose spouses had died and share their journeys.  One of the most important in-

sights I gained relating to our church family had to do with the fact that it is really difficult for older members to come t o 

events with families and other young people.  They often have a difficult time socializing and typically feel alone in the cr owd.  

Not wanting to sit by themselves, they often choose not to attend certain events.  Furthermore, as they get older, they donõt 

trust their driving abilities particularly at night but they are uncomfortable asking for help.  Yet, they do want to be part  of  

this  church.  They do want to participate.  The gift I received from being part of that group was a greater understanding of  

their lives and the reasons behind their actions.  

 I invite all of you to take a moment and consider asking an older member of our church to join you and your family for 

an activity or upcoming event, such as a concert, a worship service, a Family First Friday.  Perhaps your child can personall y 

invite them to be their òadopted grandparentó for that event.  You might want to drive with that person to church, sit with 

them and help them to feel part of the group.  I hope your family learns in that process that reaching out to others who migh t 

not necessarily be exactly where you are in life is actually a rewarding experience.  Thatõs what Jesus did; he reached out to 

those who were left behind, forgotten and scorned.  When you do it in the name of Jesus, you will be enjoying fellowship the 

way He meant it to be.  What a great way to show our children the love of the Lord for ALL of His people, right here in our o wn 

congregation.
